3.  Feed & Facilities

Stable agrees to provide adequate feed and facilities for normal and reasonable care required to maintain the health and well being of the horse(s) at the board rate noted above.  Additional services are not included and will be charged accordingly:  other feed than provided and included, blanket changing, supplements, boots on/off, hosing legs etc.

4.  Exercise

Client shall be solely responsible for the exercise of the horse(s), and it is expressly understood by the Client that the horse(s) will be turned out.  The Client understands that the horse(s) may be turned out in communal paddocks or pastures and that horses confined together naturally seek and establish pecking order that is demonstrated by and achieved by biting, kicking, and chasing.  A consequence of this action is that a horse may be injured, which is a risk that the Client accepts.

5.  Warranties by Client

Client warrants that the horse(s) is in good health and condition and does not suffer from any communicable diseases.  On arrival the horse(s) is warranted to be effectively de-wormed within the last two months and current on the following (but not limited to) immunizations: influenza, rhino, tetanus, West Nile fever, Potomac horse fever, and encephalomyelitis.  

Client agrees to take responsibility to keep the horse(s) current on de-worming, immunizations, and shoeing while stabled at Hopeful Farms LLC and to bear the cost of such care.  As Client's agent, Stable is authorized to arrange direct billing to the Client for such care.  It is recommended that shoeing and de-worming be done at least every two months.  Stable may at any time request evidence of a regular de-worming and immunization program.  

The Client further warrants the horse(s) is halter broken and taught to lead and tie.  The Stable reserves the right to notify the Client if the horse(s), in the Stable's sole opinion, is deemed dangerous or undesirable for the Stable.  In such a case, the Stable shall notify the Client who shall be responsible for removing the horse(s) within seven (7) days and for paying all fees incurred hereunder prior to the horse's(s') departure from Stable.  

Client warrants that he/she owns said horse(s) and that there are no liens against it, express or implied by law.


6.  Injury, Illness or Emergency Care for the Horse

Stable is given the right, but not the responsibility, to attempt to contact Client should Stable feel that medical or farrier treatment is needed for said horse(s).  If Stable is unable to contact Client, Stable is authorized to take necessary action for the good of the horse, and to secure any veterinarian or farrier of Stable's choice required for the health and wellbeing of the horse(s), arranging for direct billing to Client.  Client agrees to pay for such care secured in a timely manner directly to the care provider.  

This agreement does not obligate Stable to order or provide veterinary/farrier services and Stable has no duty to render any treatment or to call a provider. Client acknowledges that Stable shall not be held responsible for any consequences of any such aid/treatment or lack thereof.  Client agrees to hold the Stable harmless and to defend and indemnify the Stable for any and all claims or costs arising as a result of any illness or injury of the horse(s).

7.  Acceptance of Premises  

Client has inspected premises and approves the facilities and grounds as adequate and appropriate for the safety of the Client, the horse(s), guests, children, tack, and trailers.  Client agrees that no warranties or representations as to the condition of the premises have been made, and Client agrees to adhere to all Rules and Regulations of Stables and agrees to ensure that any invitees or guests of the Client are aware of and comply with such policies and all signs posted at the Stables.

8.  Delinquencies and/or Abandonment 

Client shall pay Stable for services as indicated on Page One.   In the event of payment not made by the following month's payment due date, the unpaid amount will be considered in default, and the Client will be deemed to have abandoned the horse(s) placed with the Stable.  In the case of default, the Stable shall have the right to recover attorneys' fees and court costs incurred as a result of said default.

In addition, in the case of default, the Stable shall have a lien on the horse(s) boarded pursuant to RCW.60.56.010 and shall be entitled to sell the horse(s) in accordance with RCW 60.56.050.

9.  Grant of Security Interest

Client acknowledges that the horse(s) boarded at the Stable is subject to the Agister's Laws of the State of Washington and the Stable owner may utilize these laws to enforce the Agister's Lien and to enforce payment.  In addition to the statutory rights available to Stable under RCW 60.56, Client grants a security interest to Stable in all of Client's interest in the horse, tack, vehicles, trailers, equipment, and proceeds thereof, for which stabling services or storage have been provided on the property by Stable, and further agree that a copy of this agreement shall constitute a security agreement and financing statement under the Uniform Commercial Code, RCW 62A, Article 9 (and the horse Client agrees to sign a UCC-1 Financing Agreement upon request), all rights of which shall benefit Stable, and that possession of such personal property shall constitute a pledge and possessory interest perfected thereby.  The security interest is granted to secure horse(s) Client's performance and payment promised herein.

10.  Risk of Loss

Client fully understands that risks of injury to the horse(s) or loss of property are connected with boarding, training, condition, and storage of personal property.  While the horse is boarded at the Stable, Stable shall not be liable for any sickness, disease, theft, death or injury which may be suffered by the horse(s) or any other cause of action arising from or in connection with the boarding of the horse(s).  This includes, but is not limited to, any personal injury or disability the horse(s) may receive while on the Stable premises.

The Client fully understands that the Stable does not carry liability, theft, equine mortality or any other insurance for the Client, Client's horse(s), or any other property of the Client.  The Client further understands that all risks connected with boarding or for any other reason are to be borne by the Client and that if the Client desires insurance coverage of any kid, it is the Client's sole responsibility to acquire same.

11.  Release, Hold Harmless, Indemnity, Waiver and Pledge

The Client recognizes that there are certain risks inherent to both horse and rider in connection with the boarding of horses, giving of lessons to riders, the training of riders and horses, and in the uses of facilities for those purposes.  In consideration for the services to be rendered by the Stable, the Client agrees to assume full responsibility for any claim, loss, personal injury or damage of kind or nature to Client, Client's minor children, or any third party, or to horses or property owned or controlled by the Client or Client's minor children, or any one riding the horse with Client's or Stable's permission.

Client hereby releases, discharges and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Stable, its clients, managers, employees, agents, contractors, and others acting on behalf of Stable to the fullest extent allowed by law, from any claim suit, expense or loss, including for bodily and property damage, injuries and/or loss of life of people or animals (collectively referred to as "Loss"), which arises out of the stabling of the horse(s) designated above, or out of the ownership, use or handling of the horse(s) while on the premises of the Stable or while being transported by Stable or in its care, custody or control at a horse show, or out of Client's participation in activities at or the use of the premises of Stable or any trails or other areas accessible therefrom.  

This Release applies to the action, conduct or activities and/or negligence of the Client, Client's horse(s), children, family members, guests and agents.  Client further waives and releases subrogation claims of all medical and convalescent care, cost of support and, as security for this hold harmless and indemnity, releasor grants and pledges a security interest in all money and proceeds arising from any such claim, including insurance proceeds, trust and guardianship remainders and proceeds from testate or intestate succession, which releasor agrees not to relinquish or disclaim.  

Client acknowledges and agrees that Stable's liabilities as an equine activity sponsor are limited by Washington State Law, in RCW 4.24.540 and otherwise, and Client intends Stable's right under this Agreement to be in addition to those statutory limitations and not as a replacement for them.

12.  Riding Horse at Stable

Only individuals who have signed the Event License, Release, Hold Harmless, Waiver, Pledge Form will be allowed to ride or drive a horse at the Stable.  Should the Client cause or allow any person to interact or have contact with their horse(s) while at the Stable, Client agrees to accept the entire liability for damage or injury arising from such violation of this provision.

13.  Storage & Trailers

Stable is not responsible for lost or stolen items.  Storage may be provided on a space available basis and an additional charge levied.  Horse tack and trailers left at the Stable shall be at the Client's risk.

14.  Lessons & Training

Client must contract separately for any training, riding instruction, exhibition or other equine activities that may be conducted at the Stable.  Client acknowledges that Stable does not employ trainers and is not responsible for the action, conduct or obligation of individuals who contract to provide lessons or training to Client.

15.  Quarantine

Stable reserves the right, at all times, to relocate any horse(s) within the Stable at the discretion of the Stable.  Should the Client learn of or suspect that the horse(s) has a communicable disease, that fact must immediately be communicated in writing to Stable.  

16.  Termination

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement, without cause, by giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other.  Provided, however, Stable may terminate this Agreement immediately, with just cause in the reasonable judgment of Stable for the Client's failure to follow rules and regulations of the Stable.  

Client shall not remove the horse(s) until all fees are paid and current.  In the event that someone other than the Client is engaged to move the horse, such person must have prior written authority signed by Client if Client is not present.

17.  Attorney's Fees

The prevailing party shall be entitled to an award of attorney's fees in any such dispute or proceeding to enforce or defend the party's respective rights in this Agreement.

18.  Terms Binding on Heirs & Successors

This agreement cannot be assigned by the Client without the express written consent of the Stable.  All terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the heirs, administrators, successors, and assigns of the Client and the Stable.

19.  Entire Agreement

This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties and supersedes any prior understanding and agreements between them and any predecessor of Stable, oral or written.  No amendments to this Agreement shall be valid or effective unless in writing, signed, dated and executed by the Client and the Stable.
